performing identity performing culture hip hop as text pedagogy and lived practice is the first book length ethnography of young people and
their uses of hip hop culture originally published in 2001 this second edition is newly revised expanded and updated to reflect contemporary
currents in hip hop culture and critical scholarship as well as the epochal social cultural and economic shifts of the last decade drawing
together historical work on hip hop and rap music as well as four years of research at a local community center greg dimitriadis argues here
that contemporary youth are fashioning notions of self and community outside of school in ways educators have largely ignored his studies
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are broad ranging how two teenagers constructed notions of a southern tradition through their use of southern rap artists like eightball mjg
and three 6 mafia how young people constructed notions of history through viewing the film panther a film they connected to hip hop
culture more broadly and how young people dealt with the life and death of hip hop icon tupac shakur constructing resurrection myths that
still resonate and circulate today

rap music and its gangster rap variant are now far too important and influential in american life to be ignored by the general public and
research communities alike artists and promoters alike have made a number of questionable claims about the authenticity and impact of
their music that have been taken for granted and not been critically assessed those who have written about from communications music and
cultural studies have provided an important but relatively fixed narrative that leaves the central claims and impacts of this entrepreneur
unaddressed it is in this context that the author benjamin bowser began studying hip hop and gangster rap precisely because the influence of
this movement and music on african american adolescents hiv infection risk takers at the same time the frequent use of the n word by
gangster rappers has become a major unaddressed issue in civil rights that has also not been studied furthermore an important reason to
study these unaddressed issues is to not only better understand them but to offer solutions to the problems they pose and to improve the
quality of life of all involved within the rapidly growing literature on hip hop and gangster rap gangster rap and its social cost stands out
from the rest because it provides a number of unique contributions first based upon a community case study the author asserts that gangster
rap has empowered white racists and as a consequence has reduced the quality of life and civil rights of listeners and non listeners alike
second this book goes to great length to make a serious distinction between gangster rap and hip hop disentangling one from the other opens
the door to a more focused and critical analysis of gangster rap and provides an outline of the unmet potential of rap in hip hop third
national surveys are used as evidence in the debate about the size and characteristics of the rap and hip hop listener audiences there are
some surprises here that should reframe the controversy on who listens to and buys rap music fourth there is a first  generation of
psychological and social scientific research on rap music that is summarized through 2011 finally the problems in gangster rap are not
inevitable and we do not have to live with them they can be effectively addressed without attacking the civil liberties of gangster rappers or
their corporate sponsors gangster rap and its social cost is must reading for young adults parents those who both enjoy and dislike rap music
and students in sociology psychology ethnic studies communication music community studies and public health

complementing a burgeoning area of interest and academic study roc the mic right explores the central role of language within the hip hop
nation hhn with its status convincingly argued as the best means by which to read hip hop culture h samy alim then focuses on discursive

and social changes in new york of the 1970s it is a cultural expression of an afrodiasporic community that faced social and racial inequity
originally hip hop constituted a shelter for ethnic minorities that have been socially marginalized by the dominant american culture however
hip hop also constitutes a commercial commodity which is often reduced to its commercial purpose this balancing act of representing a
culture on the one hand and a commodity on the other hand evoked a discussion on authenticity the aim of this paper is to analyze how and
to what extent authenticity is claimed in songs of hip hop artists in order to understand the discussion of authenticity in hip hop it is crucial

framework of media and culture hip hop has triumphantly emerged from the underground to take its place in the mainstream of popular
culture it is clear that the pervasive influence of hip hop extends to television film advertising fashion the print media and language itself
although it has taken almost twenty years to reach this level of mass exposure the movement now stands as a multimillion dollar enterprise
and a dominant cultural force that continues to grow to put it quite bluntly hip hop cannot be considered as an independent entity on its own
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it has to be explained in a broader context a creation out of a reaction with and against existing conventions hip hop must be reinvented
from moment to moment centered around the impossibility of closure the moment it becomes identifiable its modes reducible it dies but hip
hop s ability is to reinvent itself continually hip hop is as potter puts it a cultural recycling center a social heterolect a field of contest even a
form of psychological warfare 109 this paper tries to shed light on the following questions what is the media s influence on the history and
development of hip hop culture how are the different rap categories treated by the media why is authenticity especially appealing to a white
audience and consequently to the major spending power in how far are violence drugs and misogyny important for the development of hip
hop culture how is the media coping with these issues the latter question leads to the next one why is rap as a part of hip hop the subject of a
permanent call for censorship to answer this question some examples will be illustrated

english abstract hip hop is known as a culture and music that is dominated by men especially in the 1990s this subculture and music genre
was at its height many male rappers like ice cube snoop dogg dr dre had been more successful than ever they sold millions of records on
which they rapped about several themes for instance male rapper always promoted their gangsta image and their criminal life in the streets
furthermore their lyrics maintain life experiences of poverty drugs and financial instability besides all this one significant theme in male rap
music is womanhood particularly the black womanhood the women which they have met mostly women are depicted as bitches sexually
open and subordinated by using disgracing terms and notions rappers illustrate their attitude towards black womanhood but what about the
female rapper do they have any impact on this patriarchal and misogynist system is there any feminist movement within the hip hop scene
or does this subculture remain in the hegemonic power of masculinity these will form some of the guiding questions of the term paper
which will be structured as follows firstly i will provide an introduction to black feminism and to hip hop feminism to create a foundation
for the following parts these chapters maintain the main fundamental notions of feminism which are relevant for my further intention
afterwards an analysis of the different views of women in hip hop comes next with this i want to work out the various opinions of women
and men regarding feminism femininity and black womanhood in general as a counterpart to these differing views i will take lauryn hill as a
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representative in consideration to elaborate more on feminist thoughts and views my goal in this paper is to contradict the common
assumption that black women are not recognised in the culture and music of hip hop

hip hop is remarkably self critical as a genre in lyrics rappers continue to debate the definition of hip hop and question where the line
between underground artist and mainstream crossover is drawn who owns the culture and who runs the industry and most importantly how
to remain true to the culture s roots while also seeking fame and fortune the tension between the desires to preserve hip hop s original
culture and to create commercially successful music promotes a lyrical war of words between mainstream and underground artists that
keeps hip hop very much alive today in response to criticisms that hip hop has suffered or died in its transition to the mainstream this book
seeks to highlight and examine the ongoing dialogue among rap artists whose work describes their own careers proclamations of hip hop s
death have flooded the airwaves the issue may have reached its boiling point in nas s 2006 album hip hop is dead nas s album is driven by
nostalgia  for  a  mythically  pure  moment  in  hip  hop  s  history  when  the  music  was  motivated  by  artistic  passion  instead  of  base
commercialism in the course of this same album however nas himself brags about making money for his particular record label these and
similar contradictions are emblematic of the complex forces underlying the dialogue that keeps hip hop a vital element of our culture is hip
hop dead seeks to illuminate the origins of hip hop nostalgia and examine how artists maintain control of their music and culture in the face
of corporate record companies government censorship and the standardization of the rap image many hip hop artists both mainstream and
underground use their lyrics to engage in a complex dialogue about rhyme skills versus record sales and commercialism versus culture this
ongoing dialogue invigorates hip hop and provides a common ground upon which we can reconsider many of the developments in the
industry over the past 20 years building from black traditions that value knowledge gained from personal experience rappers emphasize the
importance of street knowledge and its role in forging a career in the music business lyrics adopt models of the self made man narrative yet
reject the trajectories of white americans like benjamin franklin who espoused values of prudence diligence and delayed gratification hip
hop s narratives instead promote a more immediately viable gratification through crime and extend this criminal mentality to their work in
the music business through the lens of hip hop and the threats to hip hop culture author mickey hess is able to confront a range of important
issues including race class criminality authenticity the media and personal identity

whether along race class or generational lines hip hop music has been a source of controversy since the beats got too big and the voices too
loud for the block parties that spawned them america has condemned and commended this music and the culture that inspires it dubbed the
